
PUBLIC TRANSPORTATION TO BALTIMORE CONVENTION CENTER AND HOTELS
The Light Rail is the most direct and inexpensive transportation option during 
daylight hours from the Baltimore Washington International Thurgood Marshall 
Airport (BWI) to the Baltimore Convention Center and SPIE contracted hotels.  
The Light Rail Station at BWI is located immediately outside the lower level of the 
International terminal building, adjacent to Concourse E. See the Super Shuttle Flyer 
for more direct door to door transportation options.

SCHEDULE & FARES
•	 The light rail runs every 20 minutes from BWI to downtown Baltimore hotels. 

It is a 26 minute ride to Camden Yards Station and 27 minutes to Baltimore 
Convention Center Station (one past Camden Yards). Fares are $1.60 one way 
and $3.50 for a day pass. (Fares are subject to change).

BALTIMORE CONVENTION CENTER (corner of Pratt & Howard Streets)
•	 Take the Light Rail from BWI to the Baltimore Convention Center station.

HILTON BALTIMORE (direct pedestrian sky bridge to the Baltimore Convention Center)
•	 Take the Light Rail from BWI and get off at the Baltimore Convention Center 

station. It is less than 1 minute walking distance to the Hilton Baltimore.

BALTIMORE MARRIOTT INNER HARBOR
•	 Take the Light Rail from BWI and get off at the Camden Yards Station. Walk west 

on Camden Yards and turn right on S. Eutaw St. Walk up Eutaw past W. Pratt to 
the hotel between W. Pratt & W. Lombard Streets.

RENAISSANCE BALTIMORE HARBOR PLACE (3 block walk to the Baltimore 
Convention Center)
•	 Take the Light Rail from BWI and get off at the Convention Center station. Walk 

east along Pratt Street for 3 blocks to the Renaissance Baltimore Harbor Place 
(on the left between S. Calvert St. & South St.).

SHERATON INNER HARBOR (attached to the Baltimore Convention Center by an 
outdoor pedestrian terrace)
•	 Take the Light Rail from BWI to Camden Yards Station and get off at the Pratt 

Street exit. Walk 1 block east along Pratt St. to S Charles St. Turn right and walk 
south 1 ½ blocks to the hotel.
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HYATT REGENCY BALTIMORE ON THE INNER HARBOR (attached to the 
Baltimore Convention Center via by an outdoor pedestrian terrace)
•	 Take the Light Rail from BWI to Camden Yards Station and get off at the Pratt 

Street exit. Walk east along Pratt Street 2 blocks to Light Street. Turn right 
(south) on Light Street & walk 1 block to the hotel.

DAY’S INN INNER HARBOR (2 minute walk, less than a block to Baltimore 
Convention Center)
•	 Take Light Rail from BWI to Camden Yards Station, and exit at Pratt St. Walk 

east on Pratt St, turn left onto S. Howard, turn right onto W. Lombard, turn 
right onto Hopkins Pl. Hotel is on the right.

HOLIDAY INN INNER HARBOR (1 ½ blocks walk to the Baltimore Convention 
Center)
•	 Take the Light Rail from BWI to the University of Maryland/Baltimore Street 

Station at Howard & Lombard Streets. Walk ½ block to Lombard Street and 
the hotel.

HAMPTON INN – BALTIMORE DOWNTOWN / CONVENTION CENTER  
(2 block walk to the Baltimore Convention Center)
•	 Take the Light Rail from BWI and get off at the Convention Center stop which 

is just over a block from the Hampton Inn.

SPRINGHILL SUITES BY MARRIOTT BALTIMORE (3 ½ block walk to the 
Baltimore Convention Center)
•	 Take the Light Rail from BWI to Camden Yards Station and exit at Pratt 

Street. Walk east along Pratt Street 1 block to S. Charles Street. Turn left on 
S. Charles Street and walk 2 blocks north to E. Redwood St. Turn right (east) 
and walk 1 ½ blocks to the hotel.
